Taking two years of a foreign language is 
required for admission to the UC and many 
other universities.  They recommend 3 years.

least a C-) 
• French IV (Must pass French III with at 

least a C-.) 
• Spanish 1 
• Spanish II  (Must pass Spanish 1 with 

at least a C-). 
• Spanish III (Must pass Spanish II with at 

least a C-.) 
• AP Spanish Language (Must pass 

Spanish III with at least a C-.) 
• AP Spanish Literature (Must pass 

Spanish III with at least a C-.)
